	LESSON COURSE:

	INTRODUCTION
1. LISTENING
Class administration: Note absent students and present the topic of today's lesson by playing a song (Route 66 by Chuck Berry). Ask students to work out the mood and the message of the song through the phrase “get your kicks”. Announce the aim of the lesson: to read a text about Route 66 and do reading comprehension tasks.
2. WATCHING
Students watch a short video about the history of Route 66, and order the periods that are presented on cards on the board. Check the order and elaborate briefly.

READING COMPREHENSION
Read the introduction to the text “The Mother Road” in Students’ Book on page 22 together aloud. Explain any new words. Students then read the rest of the text on their own to answer the true/false statements in Task 2. Explain any new words from the text briefly. Check the true/false answers together in class; students explain their choices with facts from the text. ¸
Students then work in groups of 3 to answer more detailed questions about the text. The questions are displayed on the board and the groups write down their answers on colour-coded papers. The fastest group to answer brings their paper forward on the board. Each answer is discussed/checked with the rest of the class. The group with the most correct answers wins.
