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Goal: Promote critical thinking and speaking skills.
Objective: Foster critical thinking, public speaking, and teamwork through a fun, structured debate on a non-controversial topic.

Choose a light-hearted topic for the debate:
· “Is summer or winter better?”
· “Dogs vs. Cats: Which are better pets?”
· “Pizza or Hamburger: The ultimate food battle”
· “Reading books vs. Watching movies: What’s more enjoyable?”
· “Beach vacation vs. Mountain vacation”

Divide students into two groups. One group will argue in favor of one side (e.g., "Summer"), while the other will argue for the opposing side (e.g., "Winter").
Give students about 10-15 minutes to prepare their arguments. Encourage them to brainstorm as a group and assign specific roles, such as opening speaker, key points presenters, and closing speaker.

Allow students to use any classroom materials or their own knowledge to support their points. They can focus on:
· Pros and Cons of each option
· Facts or personal experiences that support their argument
· Humor and creativity to make their argument more engaging
Structure of the Debate:
· Opening Statements (2 minutes per team):
· One student from each group presents an opening argument outlining their position.
· Main Arguments (3-5 minutes per team):
· Each team presents 2-3 main points supporting their opinion

More fun and non-controversial debate topics you can use for the class:
· “Would you rather have the ability to fly or be invisible?”
· “Is it better to be an only child or have siblings?”
· “Is it more fun to play video games or outdoor sports?”
· “Should schools have year-round education or stick to the traditional school calendar?”
· “Is it better to live in a big city or a small town?”
· “Which is more important: creativity or knowledge?”
· “Would you rather live 100 years in the past or 100 years in the future?”
· “Is it better to have a job you love or one that pays well?”
· “Are mornings better than evenings?”
· “Would you rather travel to outer space or explore the deepest parts of the ocean?”
· “Should students be required to wear school uniforms?”
· “Which is better: reading a book or listening to a podcast?”
· “Is it better to have super strength or super intelligence?”
· “Would you rather always have to sing everything you say or dance everywhere you go?”
· “Should homework be optional?”
